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37th Annual Report 2007-2008

Dear Members,

Your Board of Directors have great pleasure in
welcoming you to this Annual General meeting.

Board of Directors consider it their privilege to be
addressing this august gathering and sharing their
views on the banking scenario and discussing the
highlight of your Bank’s performance and  progress
during the year.

Before going into the performance highlights of your
Bank, we would like to briefly dwell upon the macro
economic environment under which your Bank is
operating.

Macro Economic Scenario

For the third year in a row the Indian economy has
grown at 9% surpassing expectations as well as
earlier growth estimate of 8.70% for 2007-08.

The 9% growth follows the all time high growth of
9.60% in 2006-07 and 9.40% in 2005-06.  This marks
the longest period of five successive years in
Indian economic history that the country’s GDP has
grown over 8%.  The high growth has meant a
significant rise in per capita income which has grown
from Rs. 11672 in 2003-04 to Rs. 24321 in year
2007-08.  Surprisingly growth was propped up by
agricultural and allied sectors expanding by 4.5%
in 2007-08, compared to earlier estimate of 2.60%.

According to Economic Advisory Council to Prime
Minister the saving rate and the investment rate
touched 35.60% and 36.30% by end of March 2008.

Both manufacturing and electricity showed  slower
growth of 8.80% as against 12% in the previous
year, industry grew 8.50% in 2007-08 against 11%
in 2006-07.

Against the background of sound macro economic
fundamentals of Indian economy, the global
economic situation, characterised by rising oil prices
and a slowdown in US economy following sub prime

lending crisis, may slow down economic growth to
around 8% (projected) during 2008-09.

According to experts, the tight monetary regime,
high inflation, soaring crude prices and problems in
global financial sector will put pressure on growth
in the current fiscal  year.

On a year on year basis, WPI inflation stood at
7.40% end of March 2008 as compared with 5.90%
a year ago.  WPI inflation  jumped to 11.05 % on
7th June, 2008, highest in last thirteen years.  The
increase in inflation is due to rise in basic prices  of
commodities which has affected more the
common man.

The average price of the Indian basket of interna-
tional crude oil increased by 27.6% from US $ 62.4
per barrel during 2006-07 to US $ 79.7 per barrel in
2007-08.  The prices of crude jumped to a high of
US $ 135 per barrel in May 2008 and has almost
breached the $140 mark.  There are predictions
that it may touch $ 200 by December 2008. This
has led to Rs. 2,45,000 crores estimated oil deficit
in 2008-09.  To offset this, prices of petrol, diesel
and gas cylinder were hiked by Rs. 5/- per litre, Rs
3/- per litre and Rs. 50/-  per cylinder.

While the increase in oil imports was lower at 26.4
% as compared with 31.2 % of the previous year,
non oil imports  recorded a higher growth of 31.8%
as compared with 22.60% of the previous year.

The sustained strength of capital inflows during
2007-08 is note worthy as the foreign exchange
reserves increased by US $ 110.50 billion to US $
309.70 billion by end of March, 2008.

While aggregate supply capacities expanded and
alleviated domestic macro imbalances in 2007-08
to some extent, available indicators suggest that
economic activity in India currently continues to
be mainly consumption driven.

The pick up in inflation during the fourth quarter of
2007-08 emanated from supply side pressures such
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as the one off increase in domestic petrol and die-
sel prices to partially offset the global crude oil
prices increase over the year, continuous harden-
ing of prices of petroleum products, rising of prices
of wheat and oilseeds and the adjustment in steel
prices in March, 2008 due to the surge in interna-
tional prices.

We surged ahead in
business performance, achieving record business
growth, significantly improving asset quality and
reducing NPA levels and firmly placing the Bank
on high technology platform.  The aggregate busi-

ness of the Bank crossed Rs.3300 crore mark as
on 31st March, 2008.

During the F. Y.  2007-08 your Bank has taken over
two Pune based Co-operative Banks having busi-
ness mix of over Rs. 529.41 crores.

To open new branches in other states your Bank
has plans to go for multistate registration. In this
direction  your Bank has already received NOC from
the Reserve Bank of India, Registrar and Commis-
sioner for Co-operation Maharashtra State and also
from Karnataka State.

For registration under Multistate Co-operative Act
bye-laws need  to be amended.

Your Bank seeks wholehearted support for proposed
enbloc bye-laws amendments.

Mergers / Acquisitions:
During the year, Reserve Bank of India and
Registrar of Co-operative Societies, Maharashtra
State, Pune cleared the merger of Navjeevan Nagri
Sahakari Bank Ltd. (NNSB), Pune and Shree
Sadguru Jangli Maharaj Sahakari Bank Ltd.
(SSJMSB), Chinchwad with your Bank.  These
acquisitions have added 17 Branches in your Bank’s
fold. Bank has made a study of potential business
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growth of these 17 Branch locations and has iden-
tified 6 Branches of erstwhile NNSB & SSJMSB,
which are not viable and need to be relocated.  Your
Bank has submitted proposal to relocate 6
Branches,  3 in Pune and 1 each in Aurangabad,
Kolhapur and Satara to Reserve Bank of India which
is under active consideration.  Your Bank is
actively focussing on putting the Branches of these
acquired Banks on a growth path with a view to
ensuring their turnaround within a reasonable
period.

NPA Management:

Your Bank, after acquiring two Pune based weak
Co-operative Banks gave special thrust on recov-
ery of NPA which has given good results. Your Bank
adopted various strategies including issue of no-
tices to defaulting borrowers under the “SARFAESI
ACT”, sale of security/assets arriving at negotiated
settlement and use of Debt Recovery Tribunal.  The
Gross NPA of the Bank increased to 6.67% as
against 4.52 % in the previous year. Your Bank
has been able to maintain Net NPA at zero.

Forex Business:

During the year under report, your Bank has done
forex business for Rs. 330.12 crores through its

various correspondents. Under the money
changing activity, bank has done the business of
around Rs. 200 lacs by purchase and sale of
foreign exchange in the form of currency and Amex
travelers’ cheques. In the near future bank is
expected to get Authorised Category I license from
RBI, wherein  bank will be able to provide the forex
services on its own.

Bancassurance :

Bank is having a tie up with Max New York Life
Insurance Company Ltd and The Oriental Insurance
Company for life, non life Insurance business
respectively. Under both the heads bank is doing
good amount of business and has earned the
income by way of commission up to Rs. 93.46 lacs
during the period under report. The Oriental
Insurance Company has opened its Extension
counter at Sevadham office, Thane which is a
unique feature under the Corporate Agency
arrangement. This will definitely help the Bank to
offer speedy and accurate service to its clients

Risk Management:

Your Bank recognizes that managing the risk is
fundamental to the business of Banking.
Accordingly, the approach of your Bank is
pro-active.

The Investment & Credit policies of your Bank have
spelt out various risks embedded in these
business lines and also the mitigating measures
for the same.  Risk Management being a
continuous process, these laid down policies are
tested from time to time.

Your Bank has set up Risk  & Planning Cell which
has put in place requisite risk management
systems which are reviewed periodically in the light
of guidelines received from Reserve Bank of India
from time to time.

Investment:
Your Bank continues to have investment policy in
place which is reviewed periodically in accordance
with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of
India from time to time.  Your Bank has taken the
Negotiated Dealing System (NDS), NDS Call & NDS
Order Matching, NDS Primary Auction Software and
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CBLO Software to place and settle all deals on the
Electronic System.

Your Bank already has in place the system of
internal audit of investment and treasury transac-
tions on quarterly basis as per the RBI Guidelines.

Your Bank has maintained adequate CRR & SLR
as stipulated by RBI during F.Y. 2007-08.
Similarly, your Bank has also maintained non SLR
investment within the prescribed limit set by RBI.

Capital Adequacy :
Notwithstanding the robust growth in the advances
and enhanced risk weights assigned to select loan
segments, your Bank’s Capital to Risk Weighted
Assets Ratio (CRAR) as on March, 31st 2008 stood
at 14.63%, way above 9% bench mark.

Human Resources :

Your Bank strongly believes that in a service
industry like Banking, it is only through people and
their contributions that the objective of continuous
innovation in product offering to various customer
groups can be achieved.

Continuing its emphasis on development of human
resources, the Bank has focused on training em-
ployees through its well equipped training infrastruc-
ture.  The training modules covers areas like Credit
Management, Forex, Bancassurance, NPA Man-
agement and Information Technology.  During the
year, training was imparted to 414 employees for
around 4500 manhours. .

The pay scale of the employees of the Bank which
as per earlier Memorandum expired on 31st May,
2007, has been revised during the year for a further
period of 5 years, whereby compensation packages
of employees in various cadres have been revised
to be comparable with the industry standard.  The
Bank has maintained cordial and healthy industrial
relations with the employees.

Customer Services :
Good customer service has always been a top pri-
ority of the Bank.  The Bank maintains constant
interaction with its clients through customer meets

which facilitates the Bank to evaluate, improve and
widen the range of services to the customers.

It is an enduring tradition of your Bank to offer high-
est level of customer services.  Your Bank is
geared to meet intensifying competition and rising
customer expectations.

Technology Initiatives:
Successful Technology implementation requires
Adjust, Adopt and Change cycle which Bank has
successfully adopted for over past few years which
has resulted in Banks operation & ATM’s coming
on Centralized Banking Platform. Bank has setup
back office operations to facilitate the centralized
work approach. Your Bank has successfully
implemented  Data Center  sharing arrangement
with Kalyan Janata Sahakari Bank Ltd. by hosting
their  CBS operations in Banks Data Center and
thereby creating a revenue  model  for IT
Operations of the Bank. After the takeover of
SSJMSB and NNSB Bank, legacy software appli-
cation and data of  17 branches was migrated to
Banks CBS platform in record time of three months
from takeover. Bank has implemented Intranet
Knowledge Management  portal for the benefit of
its employees giving electronic  access as regards
to Banks Product & Services, Circulars and RBI
guidelines.

Your Bank has always believed to be leader in
Technology implementation in the co-operative
banking sector.  Your Bank has always strived to
put in place state of the art technology geared to
provide to the customers the products and services
that are normally perceived to be available in the
domain of the Banks in the private sector.

The technology implementations at the Bank are
synergized business plans and offer a robust
backbone for our staff to assist in their business
initiatives.

This has reflected by the honours Bank received in
form of coveted “Special Jury Award” from Indian
Banks Association for Best Technological imple-
mentation in January  2008.
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Your Bank has now entered into agreement with
BANCS network for ATM sharing and soon 4500
ATM's of  major Banks viz. Bank of India, Bank of
Maharashtra, Central Bank, Axis Bank, will be
available for  transaction by our Banks ATM card
holders. Bank is also eagerly persuing the connec-
tivity to National Financial Switch which will enable
to share 20000 ATM’s available over the network,
Policy decision of IDRBT in this regard is expected
shortly. As per the recent guidelines of the RBI all
Interbank ATM transactions will be free from 1st April
2009.

Bank has taken all the steps for implementation of
Net Banking and SMS banking and all these facili-
ties will be available to the customers by August
2008. Bank is also in the process of setting up its
Call Center which will contact the customers for
creating awareness about the products and services
offered by the Bank to its customers.

Future technology directions are made clear with
RBI's announcement of guidelines on Mobile
Payments in India.  Even though ATM today plays
major role in tapping the customers, future belongs
to mobile banking that will replace and revolution-
ize the payment system for the customers. Banks
focus will always be on sustaining the growth and
managing the risks through technology.

Corporate Governance:
Your Bank’s Commitment to strong values and
business ethics, coupled with article of faith to aug-
ment shareholders’ value, is at the core of its Cor-
porate Governance Policy. The Bank believes that
good governance is not just role driven but involves
voluntary adoption of international best practices.

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SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. Accounting Convention: The financial
statements have been prepared on going
concern basis with historical cost convention
and conform with the generally accepted
accounting practices and statutory provisions
except otherwise stated.

2. Fixed Assets and Depreciation:

(i) Freehold land is stated at cost. Land
acquired on merger is stated at cost of
acquisition.

(ii) Premises, Furniture & Fixtures and
Plant & Machinery are depreciated on
Written Down Value method. Computers
& Peripherals are depreciated on
Straight Line method.

(iii) Depreciation on assets acquired on
merger is calculated from the date of
merger on monthly basis.

(iv) Depreciation on Fixed Assets purchased
on or before 30th September is provided
for full year and Fixed Assets purchased
on or after 1st October, for half year.

3. Revenue Recognition:

Income and expenditure are generally
accounted on accrual basis except that,

(i) Interest on Standard Advances is
accounted on accrual basis. Interest on
Non Performing Advances is accounted
on realization as per RBI directives.
Interest received on Non Performing
Advances takenover on merger is
accounted in accordance with a separate
accounting policy framed to give effect

to the Orders of merger.

(ii) The Locker Rent, Commission on Bank
Guarantee and Letter of Credit are
accounted on cash basis, except few
balances of the merged banks.

(iii) The deposit for Services like Telephone
, Electricity etc paid to concerned
authorities are written off as expenditure
in the year in which the relevant service
connection is installed, except few
balances of the merged banks.

4. Investments:

As per RBI norms, Investments are classified
into Held to Maturity(HTM), Available for
Sale(AFS) and Held for Trading (HFT)
category.

(i) Investments held under HTM category
are carried at Book Value. Premium, if
any , paid on acquisition of investment
under HTM category is amortised over
the residual period of the security.

(ii) Investments held under AFS category
are marked to market. Net depreciation,
if any, is provided for. Net appreciation,
if any, is ignored.

(iii) The Bank is not holding any investments
under HFT category.

(iv) Bank has made full provision for non
performing investments i.e. Shares of
Apex Bank Rs.44.35lacs.

5. Advances:

(i) In accordance with RBI directives,
advances are classified into Standard
Advances and Non Performing

Notes forming part of Balance Sheet as on 31st March, 2008 and
Profit & Loss A/c for the year ended 31st March,2008.
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Advances. Non performing advances are
further classified as Sub-Standard,
Doubtful and Loss Assets based on their
position of recovery of principal and
interest as on the last day of the
accounting year.

(ii) Provision for Bad & Doubtful debts, Non
performing Assets is made as per
directives issued by RBI from time to
time. In addition to this, general
provision on standard assets is made
as per RBI directives.

(iii) Interest receivable on non-performing
assets is shown under Overdue Interest
Reserve as per directives of RBI.

6. Accounting of Merger (AS14 of ICAI)  :

During the financial year, the Navjeevan
Nagari Sahakari Bank Ltd, Pune and Shree
Sadguru Jangli Maharaj Sahakari Bank Ltd,
Pune merged with effect from 16.07.2007 and
18.08.2007 respectively.

The Bank has put in place a separate
accounting policy to give effect to the Orders
of Merger  passed by  the  Office of the
Commissioner of Co-operation and Registrar
of Co-operative Societies, M.S. State, Pune
411001 and ‘No Objection Certificate’ issued
by the RBI

In accordance with the Order:

(i) The difference between assets and
liabilities takenover of the merged banks
is accounted under Cost of Acquisition.
The net adjustment of assets and
liabilities takenover from these Banks
is accounted in Cost of Acquisition on
their settlement/closure.

(ii) As per the NOC of RBI, the Cost of
Acquisition is to be written off over a
period of five years. Every year, Bank
will be creating Amortisation Reserve

equivalent to 20% of the amount
outstanding in Cost of Acquisition.

(iii) The Share Capital of the erstwhile
shareholders of the merged banks is
kept distinct under Share Collection
A/c. At the end of ten years, the share
capital of the former shareholders will
be refunded on pro-rata basis only after
the Cost of Acquisition i.e. the loss is
completely recovered.

7. Taxes:

a) Provision for Current Tax is made on
the basis of estimated taxable income
for the year.

b) Deferred tax is recognized, subject to
consideration of prudence, on timing
difference, representing the difference
between taxable income and accounting
income that originated in one period and
is capable of reversal in one or more
subsequent periods. Deferred tax assets
and liabilities are measured using tax
rates and tax laws that have been
enacted or substantially enacted by the
Balance  Sheet date.

Notes to Accounts:

1. Employee Benefits:

• Employees Provident Fund is
accounted for on the basis of
contribution to the Provident Fund.

• The Bank has opted for a Group Gratuity
scheme with LIC of India and annual
contribution is made & accounted for
accordingly.

• Leave encashment is accounted on
cash basis.

2. Land & Premises of the merged Banks have
been acquired at market value as per
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merger order. Building revaluation reserve of
Rs.2.14crores pertains to Land & Premises
of acquired banks.

3. The Bank has created Special Reserve of
Rs.148.00lacs in accordance with provision
of Sec36(i)(viii)of the Income Tax Act,1961
to avail deduction under the Income Tax
Act,1961.

4. Deferred Tax Asset:

(i) In accordance with Accounting Standard
–22 “Accounting for Taxes on Income”,
the transitional impact of deferred tax
asset (net) of Rs.2.21crores for F.Y.
2006-07 is accounted through General
Reserve. For the F.Y. 2007-08, net
deferred tax amount of Rs.74.33 lacs is
credited to Profit & Loss A/c. Deferred
Tax Asset is recognized only to the
extent that there is reasonable certainty
that the asset would be realized in future.
